PRAYER PROGRAM 
This Guideline was developed to help you plan a well-defined prayer program for the upcoming BREAK 
FREE 2010 Youth Convention. Prayer has the power to change the world and bring forth miracles. No 
amount of proper planning can bring success if there is no prayer involved. When a group of believers 
come together and pray together, even mightier things happen. God is always hearing our prayers and 
we invite you to join and pray as one voice for a successful camp. 
 
HOW YOU CAN PRAY 
There are many ways you can join us in this effort. Below are just a few simple suggestions.  
 

Option 1: Chain Prayer 
1. You can encourage your local MYF members and church youths to set-up a prayer chain for 

each day or for the entire week. Each member can take up an hour or two for the day and pray 
for one or two of the items listed. 

2. During the hour allocated to them, they can pray for 15 minutes or even a short 5 minute prayer 
every 20 minutes (if you are at work or in the office). You can pray for longer too if you want. 

3. Once you are done praying, call up or SMS the next person on the list to remind him/her of 
his/her turn. This ensures that the chain is unbroken.   

 
Option 2: Prayer Cell/Gathering 
1. You can also encourage all your members to spend 5 minutes every hour to pray for the camp on 

the day allocated to your local MYF. Members can pray for a different item every hour. 
2. After school/work, gather your youths for a one hour prayer cell at either your house or the 

church. 
 
Fasting 
1. If you aren’t already fasting, we encourage you to fast and pray for the camp either during the 5

PRAYER ITEMS 
 
1. Camp Purpose 

a. Pray that God will bring forth liberation among our youths from the bondages of sin. That we will 
stand up and say in one loud voice “I am free of sin and I want to live a life of righteousness!” 

b. Pray that the youths of our church will be a guiding light and pillars of example for our fellow 
Indians in the community. 

c. Pray that God would move the hearts of his chosen, so that youths would step up and commit 
themselves for full-time ministry. 

 
2. Speakers 

a. Pray that our Speakers would receive God’s message clearly and that they would effectively 
deliver God’s word to all the camp participants. 

b. Pray for the Speakers and their family’s well-being and that the evil one would not thwart them 
from bring us God’s word.   

 
3. Organising Team 

a. Pray that the Organising Team and all Local MYF President will receive the strength, energy, 
motivation and patience to continue planning for a wonderful camp. 

b. Pray that the Team would not succumb to stress and other negative elements as they work hard 
preparing for the camp while juggling their other daily commitments. 

c. Pray that the Team would not be put down or disappointed by criticism but instead be motivated to 
give their best for God. 

d. Pray that the Worship Team that is busy practicing even now. That they would be able to lead a 
wonderful spirit filled time of praise and worship.  

 
4. Local MYFs 

a. Pray that the Local MYFs are able to encourage their youths to participate in the camp. 
b. Pray that the Local MYFs would be able to successfully raise funds for the camp. 
c. Pray that many of our local youths would be able to take home the vision and effectively implement 

it at their fellowships. 
d. Pray that the Local MYF will become a beacon of salvation in the community they exist in. 
 

5. Participants 
a. Pray that those who attend the camp would receive an awakening & be challenged to guide others 

to God’s Kingdom. 
b. Pray for God to speak to his chosen people and to bring forth a commitment to serve Him. 
c. Pray for the safety of all camp participants who are travelling from far and staying in the hotel. 
d. Pray that all camp participants would have a great time of fun and learning and that they would be 

motivated to join all future camps. 
 

6. Finance 
a. Pray that God would move individuals to step up and provide financial assistance and donations. 
b. Pray that God would enable a smooth application for funding grants from external organizations. 
c. Pray that God would provide all camp participants with the necessary finances to attend the camp. 
d. Pray for the Local chapters who are raising funds for the camp. 
 
 

7. Logistics & Other Arrangements 
a. Pray that the Worship Team would be able to make the necessary arrangements for the movement 

of all Musical instruments. 
b. Pray that the Concert Team would be able to make all necessary arrangements for the Talent 

Concert to run smoothly. 
c. Pray that there would be no last minute problems with the Venue, Hall, PA System, LCD and 

sleeping arrangements. 



d. Pray that there would be no rain on all 3 days and for clear skies and an enjoyable weather. 
e. Pray for the Chef and that the wonderful meals served would satisfy the hungriest amongst us. 
f. Pray that the Laptops and LCDs function well and not go through a sudden technical failure the 

way they always do.   
 

8. Obstacles 
a. Pray that there is none. 
b. Pray that the evil one does not cause disunity, misunderstanding and seed hatred among us. 
c. Pray that the evil one is defeated in his vain attempts to discourage everyone. 
d. Pray that evil one does not enjoy the camp. While everyone else does. 
e. Pray that whatever problems the Organising Team is facing now will be resolved in time for the 

camp. 
 
 

Finally, pray that each and every single participant will leave for home saying “Hey, BREAK FREE 2010 was 
great and touching experience and I connected with God! I want to live a life of righteousness to be
